Quality Surveillance (QS): The aggregate of measures (blending, stock rotation, sampling, etc.) used to determine and maintain the quality of product receipts and Government-owned bulk petroleum products to the degree necessary to ensure that such products are suitable for their intended use.  The QS program encompasses inspections, sampling, testing, and documentation established to assure quality of product received by the Government.  A vigilant QS program, implemented by properly trained personnel, is necessary to protect the original product quality and the interests of the Government.  Policy and procedures discussed for QS on receiving Government owned fuel apply to Military Service acceptance requirements for fuels purchased by DESC under the Direct Delivery program groups (Bunkers, Post, Camps and Stations).
The Quality Surveillance Representative (QSR) is responsible for assuring contractor compliance to the requirements of petroleum service contracts or pipeline tariff/operating agreements.  The QSR serves at storage terminals (contractor-owned/contractor operated, and Government owned/contractor operated), commercial testing laboratories, pipeline terminals, and any place operations occur involving Government-owned petroleum products.
